The Protest Hearing shall be conducted at a time and place solely decided by the Chairman of
the Hearing. (Rule 114 d)

The result of the Protest Hearing is final and there is no right of appeal to any other panel,
tribunal within the VAL or any other external tribunal or civil court. (Rule 114 f).

If the protest is in relation to the Stawell Git event a protest deposit of $250 shall be lodged with the notice to protest
which shall only be refunded if the protest is upheld. Any protest in relation to Stawell Gift Semi Finals must be lodged at
the earliest convenience but no later than five mintes after the event. (Rule 114 m).

The protest panel is empowered to forfeit all, or any of, a protest deposit, if it deems the protest to be unsuccessful and
frivolous. (Rule 114 n).
